e Enter the time window during which you want to receive phone messages and the window
during which you want to receive messages via SMS or email. To receive messages 24 hours a
day, set both to the same value.

e For each notification type, check the “Email”, “Call” and/or “Text” boxes to specify which type of
message you want to receive for each alert.

e “Snooze Days” specifies how many days will pass between messages of the same type.

e Some alert types require additional parameter values.
